Now that we've come of age, (21 
in February), let's start thinking 
about our entries for the Show 
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February Workshop  
Artists’ Trading Cards 

We were introduced to Artists’ Trading 
Cards at the February workshop by 
visitng US calligrapher  Joan Gordon. 
The concept began in 1996and has become 
established across the world. There are 
three rules: 
1. the dimensions of a card are 64 x 89 

mm
2. Cards can only be traded, not sold
3. The reverse of the card should con-

tain the date, the artist’s name and 
contact information

The participants in the workshop spent the 
day creating wonderful miniature pieces of 
art, with many different styles of art and let-
tering. The craft and sewing boxes came out 
and people were fiddling with tiny objects. 
The opportunity to try ATCs allowed every-
one to explore their own creativity. 

We were able to swap cards with Joan and 
each other at the end of the day.

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What a wonderful time we had last Sunday 
(25th) when Helen Warren from Sydney 
presented her Decorated Victorian Letters 
workshop.  The examples Helen brought 
along with her were absolutely beautiful 
and I wondered how I was going to produce 
something resembling them.

The first exercise we had to do was taken 
from the immense number of handouts 
Helen had brought for us.  We had to put 
relief shading on a page of foundational 
hand.  Taking the source of light/sun from 
the top right hand corner, we painted in 
where we thought the shadow would be.  
This was done in a light colour as we then 
had to mix a darker hue of this colour to 
overshadow the rounded sides of the letters.  
This was a lot of fun even though I didn’t 
always get it right. There were also exam-
ples of Direct Shade and Drop Shading 
given with the handouts.

Helen then suggested that we write out an-
other script and do the same procedure as 
on the foundational hand we had just com-
pleted.  Helen wanted us to see the similari-
ties and/or differences between using shad-
ows on different styles of scripts.  Most of 
us did our names with lots of decorative 
shadows.  Helen showed us how a simple 
line painted up the thickest part of the letter, 
could make a big difference to the look of 
our work.

Just before lunch we looked at scrolls.  We 
were given quite a few different styles and 
types to try out.  Helen showed us how to 
give these a wash with watercolours before 
doing the chosen lettering on them, and she 
also demonstrated some basic water colour-
ing techniques, so that we could add some 
flowers (or whatever we liked) to finish off 
our work. 

We were also given the opportunity to try 
out some of the gold leaf that Helen had 
kindly brought along for our use. Then 
Helen let us have a free hand to work on 
a project of our choice, putting into prac-
tice parts or all of what we had learnt.   
Would I do foundational, gothic, uncial 
or old English; use shadow or highlights 
or relief outlines; would I place these 
within a scroll; would I paint in some wa-
tercolour flowers; would I outline the 
scroll?  As you can see the possibilities 
were endless and only limited by our 
imaginations.  Examples of our finished 
works are pictured in this newsletter.

The day just flew by which goes to show 
what a good time we were having.  And a 
big, big ‘thank you’ to Helen for her 
wonderfully interesting workshop.  I 
loved it.
